Service Project. Soles4Souls is a Nashville-based charity that collects shoes from the warehouses of 

footwear companies and the closets of people like you. The charity distributes these shoes free of 

charge to people in need, regardless of race, religion, class, or any other criteria. Since 2005, 

Soles4Souls has given away over 10 million pairs of new and gently worn shoes (currently donating 

one pair every 9 seconds.) The shoes have been distributed to people in over 125 countries, 

including Kenya, Thailand, Nepal, and the United States. The idea behind gifts of shoes is nothing 

new to the Soles4Souls team, as they coordinated relief efforts for the Asian Tsunami and 

Hurricanes Katrina and Rita, netting over 1 million pairs donated for these disasters.  

The donations will be presented at the Public Luncheon on Saturday November 20, 2010.
